SICK LEAVE DAYS

FCFT advises our members to keep twenty days of sick leave in their accounts, just in case something
happens for which short-term disability (STD) would be needed. Before short-term disability begins,
there is a twenty-day elimination-period. This means, days one through twenty will be your sick leave
days. Day twenty-one will begin short-term disability.

If an employee does not have twenty days of sick leave, those days will become leave
without pay.
